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Success Story - kids participation in
Spandana foundation

We are a group of Moms & Kids who call ourselves as members of KIDZKLUB.
This is a voluntary group which was formed by some moms and me, to teach our
kids sharing and caring and to enjoy the diversity in culture. We organize events
like picnics, play dates, Christmas parties, Dasara Bommala Koluvu etc.......

Last summer we organized a charity fund raising event in Simi Valley, CA. We
encouraged our kid by telling them a part of the proceeds will go to Spandana
Foundation and remaining part would be distributed amongst them all. The main
purpose of this event was to encourage our kids to learn to share their fortunes
with those who are less fortunate than us. We hope that such events will instill in
our kids a deep sense of sharing their fortunes in their future.

The kids sold snacks, lemonade etc at the events and those snacks were
sponsored by the participating kid's moms. Some of the kids organized fun
carnival games and we had a stall for Mehendi too which was a star attraction.
More than 100 people attended the event and it was a big success.

However at the end we asked all the kids if they were willing to donate all the
proceeds to the foundation. All kids met and discussed. They began by saying
“NO” and gradually after discussion came to an entirely different conclusion. All
the kids together decided that they had lot of fun in the event and decided to
give the entire proceeds to Spandana to help the needy. The driving factor for
this decision was that what ever little amount they would get, it would not add
up to the things they wanted, however it would make a significant difference in
others life. What surprised us how kids came to this conclusion by themselves!!

I networked with the same moms from the charity event to sign up kids for
PADYALA THORANAM. I also used their contacts and their network to gather
more kids for the event. Together we gathered around 50 kids. That's how we
had a great success at this event too.

The success is not measured by Number of Participants or money raised but by
the spirit of sharing instilled in them. One of our kids requested her friends on
her birthday, to donate the value of the birthday gifts to Spandana. Another kid
volunteered to give his savings from his kiddy bank to Spandana. Also, they are
already planning for another event this summer. We hope they are set up for
sharing and caring in future.
